Experiential Requirement

Students within the Department of Civil and Environmental Engineering must
complete one of the following experiential requirements:

1. An internship of at least eight weeks duration, with at least one credit of
CE 495.

2. A research position of at least eight weeks duration under the
supervision of a departmental faculty member or approved mentor, with
at least one credit of CE 499.

3. Study abroad for six or more credits. International students in the
Department of Civil and Environmental Engineering will meet this
requirement through their study in the United States.

4. Participation in a recognized ROTC program. Veterans in the
Department of Civil and Environmental Engineering will have met this
requirement through their prior service in the armed forces.

5. A leadership or service experience of at least one semester, subject to
departmental approval, with at least one credit of CE 499.

None of the courses listed below may be taken on a pass/fail basis. A grade of
C or better is required in all CE and CON E courses required for the degree.

Students should consult with their advisor at their campus of residence for
approved alternative course sequences and choices as well as allowed
substitutions to the schedule of studies listed below. At the time of admittance
to the CON E program, all pre-existing upper-division CE, CON E, and CST M
